“In 1911, Charles Frederick Milward, J.P., of the Leys, Alvechurch, William George Ashford, Lionel Foley Lambert* and Charles William Beatson Moore, J.P., leased the fishing and boating rights on these waters from the Earl of Plymouth for 14 years from the 24th June 1911 at a yearly rent of £50. The Lessees were, of course, the founders of the Barnt Green Fishing (and Sailing) Club”.
