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Fishing and Sailing Information





This information is designed to help clarify some of the potential issues for Fishing and Sailing Club members to ensure that we all enjoy our respective sports. 
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Information for the Fishing Club Members


To accommodate the activities of the Sailing Club, the area on the map between points A and B - from the wall with the grassed area to the left of the Fishing Club pontoon extending as far as the Sailing Club’s penultimate slipway (before the "fence swim") - is not available for fishing at the following times:


Sundays throughout the year, b) on Wednesday evenings after 6.30 pm from June 16th to September 8th or c) on selected Saturday's when Open meetings occur (dates to be advised separately).


In addition, on Saturday afternoons during the summer months and on Monday evenings from June to September anglers are required to keep clear of the main slipways, if requested, to enable boats to be launched.


Anglers (and Sailors) must keep clear of the blue slipway indicated on the map (also by symbol C) after 6pm on Thursday evenings from May until September to accommodate the BRAT Club swimmers.


Fishermen using the rowing boats (punts) must keep clear of the buoys on race days and allow for the lay lines on the course.


Information for the Sailing Club Members


On Sundays and Wednesday sailing evenings, the anglers have access to the lake to the left of Point A and to the right of point B. Only the area between A and B is restricted. This also applies to a small number of selected Saturdays when there are Class Open events.


At all other times, anglers have full access along the bank between Points A and B but will be mindful of the Sailing club requirement to launch boats from the slipways.


During the specified Sunday, Wednesday evenings and Saturday open events, any buoys lying between Points A and B can be as close to the bank as required but outside of this area, during the fishing season from 16th June to 14th March the sailing club rescue teams cannot move buoys to within 50 metres of the shore line e.g. buoys 1 and 8 if they impede a fisherman on the bank who is already in position. Also consider the lay line and discuss this with the fisherman before moving a buoy to ensure that there are no issues. 


There is no issue in operating the rescue boats at full throttle for rescue purposes or at times when there is a need to move buoys quickly but for other purposes, if anglers are present, it is good manners to keep the rescue boat speeds and wash to a minimum.
